XXVIII Sunday in Ordinary Time    

"Sell everything you have and give to the poor, and you will have treasure in heaven; then come, follow me." 

Dear brothers and sisters, this is the command that Jesus made to the rich young man, after knowing that he 
had kept the commandments since childhood. This is what he had to do to have eternal life. And this is also 

what he lacked. Jesus' command was a command specifically for him. It touched him deeply, because it 

touched his security, his support, and his attachment to his possessions. Of course, Jesus did not ask everyone 
to sell all their possessions and follow Him empty-handed. But surely He had a reason for making such a 
drastic demand of the young man.

"Hãy bán tất cả những gì anh có mà cho người nghèo anh sẽ được 
một kho tàng trên trời, rồi hãy đến mà theo Ta." Anh chị em thân 
mến, đó là đòi hỏi Chúa Giêsu đã đưa ra cho chàng thanh niên giàu 
có, sau khi biết chàng đã tuân giữ những giới luật từ thuở còn nhỏ.
