Dear brothers and sisters, in today's Gospel, Jesus exposed the hearts of the Pharisees and the
Scribes; He showed that what they considered to be moral was just hypocrisy. They worshiped God
falsely with their lips, but their hearts did not worship Him, and did not care to keep His command-
ments. On this occasion, the Lord opened up to people to see that what makes people dirty and un-
worthy before God is not washing things or not washing their hands before eating, but rather the evil
hearts of people, evil thoughts, “from which come adultery, fornication, murder, theft, greed, wick-
edness, deceit, envy, slander, arrogance...” Through that, Jesus wanted to say that: external dirtiness
does not make the soul dirty, is not as harmful and worrisome as the dirtiness in the soul caused by
evil, wicked intentions. So, external cleansing is not as important as internal cleansing, as purifying
the soul, converting life. The purity of the soul is more important and necessary than the external
cleanliness of the body. The custom of external cleansing cannot erase the dirt in the soul, only obey-
ing God's law can motivate people to repent of their sins to be cleansed and clean, worthy before
God. Therefore, it is necessary to obey God's commandments more than human customs.
