XXVI Sunday in Ordinary Time

Dear brothers and sisters, through this Sunday's Gospel, Jesus teaches us to avoid the occasion of
sin at all costs, to have a resolute attitude towards sin. The Lord says “If your hand causes you to sin,
cut it off. And if your foot causes you to sin, cut if off.", it doesn't mean that we have to gouge out
eyes, cut off hands, cut off feet, but the Lord just wants to compare losing eyes, losing hands, losing
feet with the whole body being thrown into hell. The Lord tells us to choose one of two things: either
to sacrifice a few things that can be called temporary precious things in this life in exchange for eter-
nal life, or to stubbornly hold on to those temporary precious things and then receive eternal punish-
ment. So gouging out eyes, cutting off hands, cutting off feet means that the Lord wants us to set a
strict discipline for ourselves. For example, if an image causes us to sin, we must courageously turn
away, just as we cannot leave a package of explosives near a fire and hope that no accident will hap-
pen. So we must avoid occasions of sin and bad examples so that we ourselves do not stumble, and
we must never be an occasion of sin or bad example to others. Both are despicable and hateful in this
life and will receive heavy punishment in the next life.
