Gospel Reflection
In today's Gospel, Jesus says, "I have come not to abolish the Law, but to fulfill it." He did not
abolish the old law, but brought it to its full depth. If the Law of Moses taught, "You shall not
murder," Jesus goes further: even anger, hatred, or offense against one's brother in the heart is
the seed of sin. If the law taught, "You shall not commit adultery," He emphasizes both the

gaze and the intention in the heart.

People often easily keep the law in a "minimal" way: as long as it is not violated openly, that is
enough. But Jesus invites us to live God's law with our hearts.

He is not only concerned with actions, but also sees through the intentions, attitudes, and inner
motives. For sin often begins in thought, in hidden dissatisfaction, in unpurified selfishness.
