Gospel Reflection 
 
The Fourth Sunday of Easter is commonly known as Good Shepherd Sunday. In today’s Gospel, Jesus ueses 
the image of a shepherd and his flock to describe the relationship between Himself and each one of us. He is 
not merely a guide, but also the "gate for the sheep," the source of life, and the Protector who shields the flock 
from every danger. 
Jesus came "that the sheep might have life and have it abundantly." This life is not merely physical existence, 
but a life of fullness abounding in grace, peace, and love. When we remain united with the Lord, we are not 
only safeguarded but also nourished, enabling us to grow in our life of faith. 
On the World Day of Prayer for Vocations, the Church invites us to pray in a special way for those whom the 
Lord is calling to follow Him in the priestly and religious life. At the same time, each of us is also called to 
become conscious of our own personal vocation: to live as children of God amidst the world, and to become 
"shepherds" to one another through acts of love, service, and by leading one another back to the Lord.
